<Greet Students>
Hello, guys. How was your weekend?
Who had a special weekend? Who’s going to tell?

<Brainstorming> (Elicit  a word ‘vacation’ from Ss)

(Show Ss four pictures of some places related the vacation)
Look at the pictures. What comes to mind?

(Write all Ss ideas on the board)
<Introduction>

(Write down on the board: ‘Vacation’)

As you know, the summer vacation is coming on next week. Today, we are going to talk about summer vacation.  




	Task- Preparation

	Materials: Board, markers, and work sheet A & B (13copies) 

	Time
15 min


	Set Up
Pair work

	Procedure:
Work in pairs. 

(There is a person who is alone so the last group must be three people in a team.)
Think of your summer vacation or trip you plan.
I’ll give you 3 minutes.

Are you done?
Tell your partner about your trip. 

Then, find out your partner’ plans and note them in your worksheet.  I’ll give you 6 minutes.
(Distribute the worksheet A and B)

CCQ

1. How much time do you have?

2. What do you take notes about in your worksheet?
Monitor Ss discreetly and if Ss have questions, answer the questions.
Who is going to tell about your partner’s plan? Is there any volunteer?
( If no, point out a student then, make the student tell) 



	Task Realization 

	Materials : markers, board, and information of countries

	Procedure: 
(Write on the board: Make an advertisement)
In these days, we can see lots of advertisements of countries easily on TV, newspaper, magazines and the internet. Most people refer to those advertisements before they choose a place for their vacation.
From now on, try to make attractive advertisements for tourists. Your advertisement could persuade tourists to come to your place. You will present your advertisement.
Make groups of 4 to 5.

(do students write this down on some paper or on the board?)
(Show several pictures)

There are several pictures of foreign countries. Choose a place among these countries. I’ll give you 12 minutes.

CCQ

1. How much time do you have?

2. Is it a pair work or a group work?
3. What will you make? (try to use something different than this as the answer will be long. Use – will you write a letter? (No) Will you make an advertisement? (Yes)
Monitor actively and participate in each group and help students if they have some problem.
Make each group present their advertisement.
Take notes about Ss’ errors during the presentation.


	Post-Activity 

	Materials: markers, and board

	Time
7 min


	Set Up
Groups

	Procedure:

<Error Correction>
(If any, write down some of the wrong sentences, Ss used during the class, on the board.)
Ask Ss to correct.

Let them repeat after the teacher. (good)
<Feedback>
Did you enjoy the activity today? Was it fun? Was it difficult? Do you have any question?
(Dismiss the class if there’s no question.)

Good job! See you tomorrow.


Overall, it’s very good. I hope that it works well for you and don’t rush through the micro-teaching trying to finish all of it. It’s better to do some part, not all of it and do it well. This way you can stretch the time rather than going to quickly.

Materials:





- Board & markers


- Four pictures about vacation


- 13 copies of worksheets A & B


- Sheets of countries





Aims: 





- To learn the vocabulary related to today’s topic


- To learn how to cooperate in a peer group after listening T’s instructions


- To practice and improve speaking, listening and writing skills during activities





Language Skills:





- Listening : listening to teacher’s instruction and peers’ plan


- Speaking : Tell about the plan, participate actively in an activity


- Reading : a worksheet and the board


- Writing : Take notes about peers’ plan 





Language Systems:





- Lexis : Learning new vocabulary


- Phonology : practice new vocabulary


- Function : share Ss’ own plan


- Discourse : through making an advertisement 

















Assumptions:





-> Ss are at a high-intermediate level and have already known about future tense. 


-> Ss are able to express their ideas and opinions in English. 


-> They are not shy, mostly active. The class will work in pairs or groups.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
