Aims:





- To learn and practice vocabulary about mobile phones by listening and speaking


- To practice and improve speaking, listening skill through peer interaction during discussion about pros and cons of mobile phones


     - To practice speaking by role play about pros and cons of mobile phones


     - To practice writing by writing down about peers idea when students discuss about pros and cons of mobile phones








Language Skills:





-  Speaking:  discussion about pros and cons of mobile phones


-  Listening:  teacher explanation about mobile vocabulary, peer discussion ideas


-  Reading:  worksheets, flash cards


-  Writing: summarize peers’ ideas about pros and cons of mobile phones





Language Systems:





- Lexis: various vocabularies about mobile phones


- Discourse: discussion about pros and cons of mobile phones


- Function:  peer interaction / debating / role play about the pros and cons of mobile phones








Assumptions:





   - Most students have mobile phones, and know some of pros and cons of mobile phones


   - Students know how the class is set up and run (three group of three, one group of four)


   - Students know the teacher's style of teaching and the pace of the course


   - Students’ age is usually 20’s or 30’s


   - Students can speak how to express their opinions not exactly but (책보며)











Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





-SOS Plan : if students complete all tasks earlier than expected and there is extra time


                    ( Give time to talk about their good/bad memories of mobile phones


-CUT-OFF Plan : if time is short


( Cut the presentation of pros and cons of mobile phones’ discussion, and move on to the post- activity


- If students do not have ideas about pros and cons of mobile phones, teacher will give some clue questions to them


- If students feel difficulties to prepare role play, teacher will let them what kind of situation could be happened because of mobile phones
