 English has become a universal language in the most recent years since international communication has been promoted. In other words, English is now spoken more than any other language in the world.

As a result of the fact, many people have experiences of English language learning and are familiar with theories of first and second language acquisition as I have.

In this essay, I am going to describe a second language environment that I have experienced in order to relate my personal beliefs to concepts learned.

        First, I think that English should be learned in an English speaking country, because students are naturally exposed to the environments when they can listen and speak the language. It is true that good educational environments can affect the successful learning of English. So I can say that I succeeded in learning English because I studied it Australia. 
I do not mean that the reason that I succeeded in is because I studied English in Australia.

The educational environments in Australia were different from those of Korea where teachers spend quite a lot of class time using the board and explaining things and students often do some practice exercises to test whether they have understood that the learned from teachers. The advantages of educational environments in Australia were that I could participate in activities, such as discussions presentations so that I could improve English fast, because I got a lot of chances of speaking English in public. However, in Korea, I hardly got opportunities to do it. So I could just practice English in my mind that it made my speaking ability worse. My English teacher in Korea did most of the talking and was by far the most active person. What I could do was to listen, concentrate and take notes.  

        Secondly, knowing about whom teachers teach is directly related to the success of learning a language. In this sense, understanding the differences between characteristics of adult learners and young learners is a great help when someone is trying to understand 

and learn the language. As we are aware, adults have knowledge and life experiences such as family, job, education, travel. And they need respect.
For instance, we do not need to ask adults to raise their hands for opinions and questions. 

It is not good for adult learners, because they are not willing to put their hands up even though they know the answers. It might deprive learners of chances of speaking..
              On the other hand, some people might say that teachers in traditional classrooms are better than those in modern classrooms because they have a tendency to think that teachers in traditional classrooms know their subject matter far better than in modern classrooms. Traditional teachers rely mainly on explaining or lecturing. As a result of the fact, learners could get more information conveyed by teachers than those who study in modern classrooms. When we compare traditional teachers with modern teachers, traditional teachers have more time to convey information to students. Even though that is true, learners are more likely to know information only in their head. As an example, Most Korean know about grammar very well and memorize plenty of vocabularies but they do not know well how to speak English. Because they just learned it through traditional method, which is the cramming system of education. That’s why they face the problem when speaking out what they know.
                In conclusion, according to my experiences, it is very important to learn English in classrooms where there are a lot of students’ interaction. And with teachers who are confident enough to share control with the learners and have an awareness of how individuals and groups are thinking and feeling. So we are able to get a lot of opportunities to speak English and practice.
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
